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Pamatnik LeoSe Janacka se nachazi v domku, ve kterém skladatel
Zil a tvoril od roku 1910 do své smrti v roce 1928. V interiéru Pa-
matniku je dochovana autenticka pracovna s Mistrovym klavirem
znaCky Ehrbar z roku 1878, ktery Janacek dostal jako svatebni dar
a ktery jej provazel celym zivotem. Tento unikatni nastroj byl ne-
davno kompletné zrestaurovan. Dopoledni matiné predstavi dva
klavirni cykly, které vznikaly ve stejné dobé, ackoliv jejich autory
od sebe déli bezmala Ctyficet let.

Prvni fada klavirniho cyklu poetickych skladbi¢ek Po zarost-
1ém chodni¢ku patfi ke skladatelovym nejintimnéjSim skladbam.
K jejich kompozici byl vyzvan jiz v roce 1897, kdyZz mél pro Slo-
vanské melodie napsat nékolik drobnych skladeb uréenych pro
harmonium. Vyhovél az o tfi roky pozdéji, kdy zkomponoval sedm
kratkych ,nalad”, tehdy jesté bez poetickych ndzvd, které nazval
Po zarostlém chodnicku. Pét z téchto skladeb poté skutecné vyslo
ve Slovanskych melodiich. Uvadény byly jen zfidka a na své prvni
verejné provedeni si musely poCkat az do roku 1905, kdy 6. ledna
zaznély na dobrocinné akademii Jednoty ucitelek moravskych
ve dvorané brnénského Besedniho domu v podani Janackova
zaka Jana Kunce. V roce 1908 Janacka oslovil Jan Branberger, zda
by nemél pro edici B. Ko¢iho néjaké drobné instrumentalni skladby.
Janéacek postupné rozsifil cyklus na deset skladeb (dvé nepubliko-
vané skladby z roku 1900 nepouZzil) a pfipojil k nim poetické nazvy.
K vydani doslo az v roce 1911 u brnénského nakladatele A. Pisi.
Kratce pred timto vydanim plvodni fady cyklu uverejnil Janacek
30. z&fi 1911 v beletristické pfiloze Vecery Lidovych novin prvni
ze tfi skladeb ,nové" fady cyklu Po zarostlém chodnic¢ku, tentokrat
vSak jiz bez poetického nazvu. Tyto drobné intimni skladbic¢ky od-
rézejici nékteré Janackovy vzpominky se dnes radi ke skladatelo-
vym nejzndméjsim a nejhrangjsim dilim.

Klavirni tvorba Sergeje Prokofjeva (1891-1953) je co do rozsahu a vy-
znamu ohromuijici. Deset obrazki pro klavir komponovanych v le-
tech 1906-13 patfi do skladatelovy rané tvorby. Prokofjev je jednim
z nejvyraznéjsich syntetikll dvacatého stoleti. Kdyz se v roce 1904
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zapsal na petrohradskou konzervator, mél jiz za sebou péknou fadku
kompozic a jeho vyrazna osobnost vzbuzovala mezi spoluzaky roz-
poruplné reakce. Na této predni hudebni Skole studoval kompozici
u Anatolije Ljadova a Nikolaje Rimského-Korsakova. Jiz o dva roky
pozdéji se stal uznavanym autorem originalnich klavirnich skladeb
a pokracoval ve studiu hry na klavir u Anny Jesipové a dirigovani
u Nikolaje Cerepnina. Jeho spoluzakem byl naptiklad pozdé&jsi
predni sovétsky avantgardista Nikolaj Jakovlevi¢ Mjaskovskij. Tou
dobou jiz Prokofjev experimentoval a napsal fadu pozoruhodnych,
predevsim klavirnich skladeb. Z tohoto obdobi pochazi pravé Deset
obrazk( pro klavir. Polovinu téchto ,.obrazk(" skladatel zkompono-
val v roce 1913, druhd polovina vznikala postupné jiz od roku 1906.
Nékteré ze skladeb vzesly pfimo z hodin u Ljadova, jako napfriklad
Gavotta. S&m autor rozdélil svou tehdejsi tvorbu do péti linii: na kla-
sickou, do niz zahrnul napt. Klasickou symfonii, linii novatorskou,
kam zaradil Skytskou suitu, Sarkazmy nebo Druhou symfonii, linii
motorickou, kam patfilo i Scherzo z Deseti obrazkd, a do linie lyric-
ké zaradil Legendu také z toho klavirniho cyklu. Posledni linii nazval
groteskni. Ve skuteCnosti nalezneme vSechny tyto tendence pravé
v cyklu Deseti obrazk(. Kazdéa ze skladbi¢ek ma dosti odliSny cha-
rakter, v nékterych jiz mizeme zietelné slySet zaklady pozdéjSich
Prokofjevovych vyznamnych kompozic, podobné jako rodici se
neoklasicistni tendence a zdjem o hudbu 18. stoleti. Prokofjev vydal
Deset obrazk( v Ruském hudebnim nakladatelstvi, které praveé zalo-
zil Kusevickij. Skladatel na to vzpomina: ,Tehdy jsem také do op. 12
sebral deset skladeb napsanych v riznych letech. Rydlo rytct je
srovnalo, avSak kdyz jsem je pfipravoval do tisku, byl to véru dosti
pestry bali¢ek. Jedna byla napsana na hrubém papire, jina na parti-
turovém, jedna inkoustem, jina zase tuzkou.”

The Leos Janacek Memorial is located in the house where the com-
poser lived and worked from 1910 until his death in 1928. Inside the
Memorial there is an authentic study with the Master's Ehrbar piano
from 1878, which Janacek received as a wedding gift and which ac-
companied him throughout his life. This unique instrument has re-
cently been completely restored. The morning matinee will present
two piano cycles that were composed at the same time, although
their composers are separated by nearly forty years.

The first series of the piano cycle of poetic pieces On the
Overgrown Path is one of the composer's most intimate pieces. He
was invited to compose them as early as 1897, when he was to write
several small pieces for the harmonium for the Slavonic Melodies.
He did not comply until three years later, when he composed seven
short "moods”, then still without poetic titles, which he called On the
Overgrown Path. Five of these compositions were then actually pub-
lished in Slavonic Melodies. They were rarely performed and had to
wait until 1905 for their first public performance, when on 6 January
they were performed by Janacek's pupil Jan Kunec at the charity
academy of the Moravian Teachers Union in the hall of Brno Beseda
House. In 1908 Janacek was approached by Jan Branberger asking
whether he had any possible some small instrumental composi-
tions for the B. Koci edition. Jana&ek gradually expanded the cycle
to ten compositions (two unpublished pieces from 1900 were not
used) and added poetic titles to them. It was not published until 1911
by the Brno publisher A. Pisa. Shortly before this publication of the
original series of the cycle, Janacek published the first of the three
compositions of the "new" series of the On the Overgrown Path cy-
cle in the fiction supplement “Vecery" of Lidové noviny on 30 Sep-
tember 1911, but this time without a poetic title. These small intimate
pieces reflecting some of Janaéek's memories are now among the
composer's best-known and most performed works.

The piano works of Sergei Prokofiev (1891-1953) are stunning in

scope and significance. 70 Pieces For Piano composed in 1906-13
are among the composer's early works. Prokofiev is one of the
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most outstanding synthetics of the twentieth century. When he
enrolled at the St Petersburg Conservatoire in 1904, he had already
composed quite a number of pieces and his distinctive personal-
ity aroused contradictory reactions among his classmates. At this
leading music school he studied composition with Anatoly Lyadov
and Nikolai Rimsky-Korsakov. Just two years later he became an
acclaimed composer of original piano pieces and continued his
piano studies with Anna Yesipova and conducting with Nikolai
Cherepnin. One of his classmates was the later leading Soviet
avant-gardist Nikolai Yakovlevich Myaskovsky. By this time Prokof-
iev had already been experimenting and had written a number of
remarkable pieces, mainly for piano. 710 Pieces For Piano come from
this period. Half of these "pieces” were composed by the composer
in 1913, while the other half were created gradually from 1906 on-
wards. Some of the pieces came directly from Lyadov's lessons,
such as Gavotta. The author himself divided his work into five lines:
the classical which included, for example, the Classical Symphony,
the innovatory line, where he included the Scythian Suite, Sarcasms
or Second Symphony, the motoric line, which included the Scherzo
from the 70 Pieces, and in the lyrical line he included Legend from
the same piano cycle. He called the last line grotesque. In fact, we
find all these tendencies in the 70 Pieces cycle. Each of the pieces
has a rather different character, in some of them we can already
clearly hear the foundations of Prokofiev's later important com-
positions, as well as the emerging neoclassical tendencies and
interest in 18th century music. Prokofiev published 70 Pieces in the
Russian Music Publishing House, which had just been founded by
Koussevitzky. The composer recalls: "At that time | also collected
ten pieces written in different years for Op. 12. The engravers' chisel
flattened them, but when | prepared them for printing, it was quite
a motley package. One was written on rough paper, another on
score paper, one in ink, another in pencil.”

Klavir

Pavel Zemen zacal hrat na klavir pod vedenim své matky Tatany Ze-
menové a Ireny Hlasové na ZUS v Rychnové nad Knéznou. Ve stu-
diu pokragoval na Konzervatofi v Ceskych Bud&jovicich ve tfidé
MgA. Marie Simkové-Kotréové, béhem kterého také absolvoval né-
kolik masterclasst (prof. A. Vlasakova, prof. V. Nosiny, prof. C. Moni-
uszko, prof. E. Indji¢, J. Anera ¢i P. Lewis). Od utlého véku se ucastnil
a stal se laureatem nékolika tuzemskych i mezinarodnich soutézi,
jako napftiklad: Pro Bohemia v Ostraveé (1. cena), Nadace Bohuslava
Martindl v Praze (1. cena), Young Academy Award v Rimé (1. cena),
Euregio Piano Award v némeckém Geilenkirchenu (titul Finalisty),
Mauro Paolo Monopoli Prize v italské Barletté (6. cena a titul Fina-
listy), Mezinarodni soutéz LeoSe Janacka v Brné (1. cena a ocenéni
pro nejlepsSiho ¢eského Uc¢astnika soutéze), International Piano
Competition v italském Lonigu (cena Grand Prix), International Pia-
no Competition ve Vidni (cena Grand Prix), Semifinale Mezinarodni
soutéze Leeds Piano Competition 2018 atp.

Vystoupil také na nékolika vyznamnych hudebnich festiva-
lech: Prazské jaro 2013 a 2018, Mezinarodni hudebni festival Ces-
ky Krumlov 2013, Le strade d'Europe 2016 ve Vilniusu, Janacek
Brno 2016 a 2021, Dvorakova Praha 2020 apod. Nékolikrat spolu-
pracoval s Ceskym Rozhlasem Brno a CRo3 Vltava v Zivych vysila-
nich &i formou studiového nahravani. Mezi roky 2016-19 jeho jmé-
no figurovalo na prestizni Listiné mladych umélcd poskytované
Nadaci Cesky hudebni fond. V roce 2020 obdrzel Cenu ministra
Skolstvi, mladeze a télovychovy za vyjimec&né studijni vysledky.
Od téhoz roku plisobi jako ¢len komorniho souboru Klavirni kvar-
teto Josefa Suka. Toto uskupeni bylo téhoZ roku residencnim
souborem Ceské Filharmonie a patfi mezi pfedni tuzemska télesa.
V soucasné dobé je studentem doktorského studia JAMU v Brné
pod vedenim pani prof. Aleny Vlasakové. Od roku 2017 je pedago-
gem Konzervatore Brno, kde plisobi jako korepetitor a pedagog
hlavnich obord.

Pavel Zemen started playing the piano under the guidance of his
mother Tatdna Zemenova and Irena Hlasova at the children’s music
school (ZUS) in Rychnov nad KnéZnou. He continued his studies at
the Conservatory in Ceské Budé&jovice in the class of MgA. Marie
Simkovéa-Kotréova, during which he also attended several mas-
terclasses (prof. A. Vlasakova, prof. V. Nosiny, prof. C. Moniuszko,
prof. E. Indji¢, J. Anera and P. Lewis). From an early age, he par-
ticipated in and won several national and international competi-
tions, such as: Pro Bohemia in Ostrava (15 Prize), Bohuslav Martin(
Foundation in Prague (1%t Prize), Young Academy Award in Rome
(15t Prize), Euregio Piano Award in Geilenkirchen, Germany (Finalist),
Mauro Paolo Monopoli Prize in Barletta, Italy (6% Prize and Finalist),
Leos Janacek International Competition in Brno (1%t Prize and the
award for the best Czech participant), International Piano Competi-
tion in Lonigo, Italy (Grand Prix), International Piano Competition in
Vienna (Grand Prix), Semi-Finals of the International Leeds Piano
Competition 2018, etc.

He has also performed at several major music festivals: Prague
Spring 2013 and 2018, International Music Festival Cesky Krum-
lov 2013, Le strade d'Europe 2016 in Vilnius, Jana¢ek Brno 2016 and
2021, Dvorak's Prague 2020, etc. He has collaborated several times
with Czech Radio Brno and CRo3 Vitava in live broadcasts or studio
recordings. Between 2016 and 2019, his name appeared on the
prestigious List of Young Artists provided by the Czech Music Fund
Foundation. In 2020 he received the Award of the Minister of Edu-
cation, Youth and Sports for outstanding academic achievements.
Since the same year he has been a member of the Josef Suk Piano
Quartet. This group was the Czech Philharmonic's ensemble in
residence that same year and is one of the leading Czech ensem-
bles. Currently he is a student of the doctoral studies at JAMU in
Brno under the guidance of prof. Alena Vlasdkova. Since 2017 he
has been a teacher at the Brno Conservatory, where he works as an
accompanist and teacher of the main disciplines.
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
